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This map is from the diagram entitled ‘Distribution of the Highest Predicted Maximum Daily PM10 Concentrations at Each Receptor for the Entire Meteorological Data Set’ and applied to a map of the local area. The map represents an area 6km x 6km with the stack at the centre. Kyeemagh is at the bottom RH corner and Canterbury race course at the upper RH corner. It shows the ‘footprint’ of this pollutant from the stack. The worst affected areas are just to the north of the stack.
This diagram shows the PM10 distribution for the day in the modelling period where the stack contributes the most to the total pollution. Although the general level of pollution on that day was low, the stack increased it from 8.2 to 14.8 µg per cubic metre. It gets both the school where Julie’s children go and her house.
